than 82 per cent of our output is exported.

e The Canadian aerospace industry is ranked 5" amongst its global peers. It is a world
leader in market segments such as regional aircraft, flight simulators, small gas
engines, robotics and satellite technologies, aircraft maintenance, repair and overhaul,
and landing gear systems.

e (Canada’s international aerospace footprint is well diversified. Its partners include the
US, Europe and the expanding markets of Asia and South-America.

exceptional innovation flow throughout the nation. These partnerships expose
professors and students to the full translational nature of aerospace research: from
theory to conceptual design to shop floor practical implementation. Our relentless focus
is to conceive and develop in eco-efficient technologies that will position the industry on
future aircraft platforms.
